A Thank You Letter To

PVRA
November 20, 2003
Dear PVRA members,
Thank you so much for you kind gift

and moral support during this very up-
setting time for me and many other vic-
tims of the “Cedar Fire 2003”. As many
of you know, my house on Rio Maria
Road (at the end of the Scripps Poway
Parkway) burned on Sunday, October
26. My horses, my dog, my tenant, her
cats, and I safely evacuated, but to re-
build, we are facing a consumer hassle
on a monumental scale. Also, I did not
save any of my financial records, me-
mentos, heirlooms, pictures, jewelry etc.
Basically, I left with the horses and the
shirt on my back.

I first found out about the fire at 6:30
that morning when my neighbor woke
me up with the news. Without her call,
I would have had even less time to pre-
pare. I couldn’t even smell the fire. It
was within about 1/2 a mile at that time,
but it looked like it was heading away,
downwind. However, I did notice that it
was over Highway 67, possibly heading
towards Rolling Hills, a facility where I
had one of my horses. So, the only thing
on my mind was to get the two horses on
my property out and see what was hap-
pening at Rolling Hills. I didn’t take any
time to load anything from the house
into the truck. Also, I thought the fire
had passed us by and I would have time
to return to get things and my dog,
Maddie.

Well, two hours later due to traffic

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I have not heard from any of them, but I
understand they all evacuated safely.
All of the new houses built by Bill Free-
man survived. He believes that cover-
ing the eaves with stucco and putting
special vents in the tile instead of the
sides of the attic were construction fea-
tures that may have made the differ-
ence. Significantly, the Clody’s, Ferrel’s,
Nielson’s, Jeff Scheidel, and Daniel all
stayed to fight the fire.

Most of my steel barn is standing along
with about half of my wood and no-
climb wire fencing. You might not be
aware, but horse manure is very flam-
mable. I had left a small amount in a
wheelbarrow, and it burnt a hole in the
bottom.

Some things I have learned from this
fire: Clearance of brush isn’t the only
issue. If there are no fire fighters, the
embers may take hold and burn a house
even if it has a cement tile roof and
stucco walls like my house. There is
plenty of evidence that the brush was
cleared sufficiently around my house.
The Fenners house has almost identical
construction and even less brush clear-
ance, and it survived. Pine trees upwind
of the house did not burn. The wood
fence between the house and the brush
did not burn. I am convinced that if
there had been any fire fighting equip-
ment at my place, it would have sur-
vived. So, the real problem, in my opin-
ion, is that this fire got so big without
sufficient attention early on.

The news reports are that this fire
started at 5:30 Saturday night. The For-
est Service would not send air tankers
since it was too close to sunset. The lack
of ground access due to the remoteness
and ruggedness of the area meant that
no fire fighters could get to the blaze for
hours. Also, many of the firefighters
and equipment were up at the San Ber-
nardino Fire. By morning the Santa Ana
winds had created such a huge blaze
there were not enough resources to spare
for little Rio Maria Rd. I am angry that I
did not get more time to evacuate. Where
were the Sheriffs? We probably should
have a more organized phone emer-
gency notification system. Perhaps the

Sheriff’s office together with the County
Fire Department could organize a
firefighting reserves to be available in
the event a brush fire gets too big for the
full-time personnel.

Also, I have learned how wonderful
people can be in times of such devasta-
tion and crisis. PVRA members and other
horse people were amazingly organized
and altruistic, evacuating hundreds of
horses in the middle of the night. The
volunteers at the Del Mar Fairgrounds
were fantastic, looking after hundreds
of “homeless” and unidentified horses.
My friends and family have been so
supportive with time, clothes, and shel-
ter. Liberty Mutual will pay for the “re-
placement costs” of my lost “stuff” and
my living expenses while the house is
rebuilt. However, I probably was
underinsured for the structure. So I am
doing okay financially, but I will have a
very significant loss. I am much more
concerned about people who did not
have insurance. FEMA should be able to
help them somewhat, and there has been
much money collected through dona-
tions earmarked for those victims. My
tenant is one who did not have insur-
ance, and if anyone has an inexpensive
(around $500-700/month) place to rent
that takes cats (3), she would very much
like to hear about it. I can vouch that she
is a very good tenant, pays the rent, is
great with horses and is very quiet.

I have taken an apartment in Carmel
Valley to be near my horses who will
remain at Seabreeze Farms. I chose that
location because I lived there before
moving to Poway in 1998 and because
my colt is ready to start training with
Annalee Bennett. I plan on rebuilding as
soon as possible, but there are so many
decisions to make before even getting
started. I look forward to rejoining the
very kind and generous community of
the PVRA.

jams at the horse ranches and waiting
for people to open facilities to take other
horses I had evacuated, I finally started
back to my place. While on the way, my
tenant called me to say I had better
return immediately. Well, at Poway
Road and Hwy 67, there was an impos-
ing Sheriff who looked like he would
shoot me if I dared run his roadblock. By
that time, my tenant was no longer an-
swering the phone. I subsequently
learned that she had left with her three
cats. Maddie, my golden retriever, got
left in the confusion. Thank God my
neighbor found her and brought her out
with his three Australian Collie dogs in
the very small cab of his truck. I didn’t
learn where Maddie was for two days
since my neighbor and I did not have
each other’s cell phone numbers. She is
now staying with friends in Mission
Hills.

The night after the fire, my crazy friend
(and PVRA member) Kate Flaherty,
drove up to my place looking for Maddie.
At that point there was no roadblock,
but there were plenty of other obstacles
including downed power lines, smol-
dering remains etc. Thank God, Kate
returned safely. I was totally distracted
the day of the fire by having to find
antibiotics for Kamille, my mare, who
had an infected wound (from some sur-
gery done a few days before the fire) and
by having to evacuate the horses a sec-
ond time (from the PVRA to the Del Mar
Fairgrounds). Other friends kindly put
me up at their lovely house in Solana
Beach for several days so that I could be
close to the horses and nurse my mare.
Her infected wound became the talk of
the Fairgrounds, but it now is almost
healed thanks to the excellent care pro-
vided her by Margaret and Annalee
Bennett at Seabreeze Farms.

I am so thankful that most of my neigh-
borhood is intact. Of about 20 homes on
Rio Maria Road and Deer Hills Estates,
about 5 have burned. The Clodys and
Ferrels at the Country Kennels are fine.
Daniel and his nursery are fine. The
Fenner’s, Nielson’s and Scheidels houses
are fine. The Berkland’s, Fisher’s,
Ruffner’s, and Bonnin’s houses burned.
