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Cuyamaca Park Work
Parties

Cuyamaca Rancho State Park on State
Route 79 south of Julian suffered severe
damage in the October 2003 Cedar Fire.
The horse camps were heavily dam-
aged, with destruction of the Los
Caballos Horse Camp and heavy dam-
age at the Los Vaqueros Horse Camp
(the cooking ramada and adjacent pic-
nic benches survived, the restroom is
burned to the ground, and some pipe
corrals partially melted). The forests
were heavily damaged.

At last report, the Park is expected to
be closed for at least a year, possibly
two, for repairs and rehabilitation. For-
tunately, weekend work parties to reha-
bilitate the camps and trails havestarted.
Information emailed from the
Backcountry Horsemen is as follows:

The CRSP Trail Maintenance Unit has
scheduled a trial workday for the 1st
Sunday (starting in March), and the 4th
Saturday of every month, (starting Janu-
ary 31st). The work that will be accom-
plished will vary from trail tread work
to campground clean up.

Volunteer hours will go toward the
CRSP’s portion of federal funds made
available to rebuild the park.

To participate in these work parties
call Michael or Dave Hernandez at 619-
669-1697. They will let you know the
place and the time to meet. You can also
e-mail Dave atjerrydave@earthlink.net.

Dave says: “We can use 15-20 people.
The sole prerequisite is a minimum
physical ability and a willingness to fol-
low simple instruction. A person who

could carry a sack of empty pop bottles
amile to the store and a sack of groceries
a mile home from the store can help us
out. Saturday we will be doing repairs
to the trail tread and some saw work.
We need people to help move soil and
rocks with hand tools and probably to
help move cut brush after our saw op-
erators cutit. We cannot use outside saw
people unless they are forest service cer-
tified fellers. Even then advance arrange-
ments will have to be made before the
work party. On the 31st we will meet at
Green Valley at 0900. Turn injust before
the normal entrance station, and go be-
hind maintenance to the parking areaby
the (closed) kiosk.” He didn’t say so, but
(I'd) assume we should bring water,
gloves, and lunch, and wear good work /
hiking boots, and long-sleeved shirts.

Horse Owners Get Saddled

With Canine-Scooper Law
(From The Associated Press)

Newport Beach—The city’s canine
scooper law has become a burr under
the saddle for horse owners, who are
facing $100 to $500 fines if they don’t
clean up after horses on Santa Ana
Heights bridle trails.

Horse owners claim their animals are
leaving only harmless manure in their
wake, but residents along the miles of
meandering bridle trails said the neigh-
borhood is being marred by the stench.

New signs posted on the trails warn of
$100 to $500 fines for owners whose
horses leave a mess. Additionally, sev-

eral houses along sidewalks and trails
have added shovels with cans.

“It’s just a good-neighbor issue. The
bottom line is: If you’ve got an animal,
take care of it,” said Barbara Venezia,
organizer of the campaign.

Horse owners said they don’t mind
taking care of their animals, but some
resent a city ordinance that treats them
exactly as it does dog owners who don’t
clean up after their pets.

“We're challenging not only the en-
forcement of the code, but the code it-
self,” said Tom Anderson, president of
the Orange County Equestrian Coali-
tion, which recently paid the fine of one
woman.

“We've always believed this to be a
non-issue. It shows a complete lack of
understanding by urban people about
what it means to have a horse as a pet,”
said Anderson, whois organizing a pro-
test later this month.
