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Coyote 
Canyon Wild 
Horse Herd 
Legislation 

Introduced
PVRA member Robert Coates has 

been keeping the membership informed 
about the fate of the wild horse herd in 
Anza-Borrego Desert State Park, which 
was captured and deported to South 
Dakota and Utah last year. State Sena-
tor Bill Morrow has just 
introduced legislation 
(on 2/17/04) to return 
the herd to the park! 
However, he needs 
votes to get it passed. 
Supporters of this herd 
are urged to write their 
state senator and state 
assemblyperson and 
urge support of this bill. Time is of the 
essence!

The Legislative Counsel’s digest of 
the bill, SB 1294, is as follows:

Bill Number: SB 1294 INTRO-
DUCED

INTRODUCED BY Senator Morrow
February 17, 2004
An act to add Section 5016.2 to the 

Public Resources Code, relating to 
parks.

SB1294, as introduced, Morrow. 
Parks: Coyote Canyon Wild Horse 
Herd.

Existing law vests control of the state 
park system in the Department of Parks 
and Recreation. Existing law establish-
es Anza-Borrego Desert State Park.

This bill would require the depart-
ment to cooperate with the federal Bu-
reau of Land Man-
agement to place the 
Coyote Canyon Wild 
Horse Herd in or 
near the herd’s native 
and historic range in 
Anza-Borrego Desert 
State Park. The bill 
would require the 
department’s part-
nerships and policies 
for management of 
the herd to be consis-
tent with the federal 

Wild Free-Roaming Horse and Burro 
Act of 1971, and would make legisla-
tive findings and declarations relative 
to wild free-roaming horses.

Vote: majority. Appropriation: no. 
Fiscal committee: yes. State-mandated 
local program: no.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF 
CALIFORNIA DO ENACT AS FOL-
LOWS:

SECTION 1: Section 5016.2 is added 
to the Public Resources Code, to read:

5016.2. (a) The Legislature finds and 
declares all of the following:

(1) Wild free-roaming 
horses are living sym-
bols of the historic and 
pioneering spirit of the 
West.

(2) Wild free-roam-
ing horses represent 
the last vestige of our 
pioneering past.

(3) Will free-roaming 
horses contribute to the diversity of life 
forms within the state and enrich the 
lives of the state’s residents.

(4) Efforts to preserve the Coy-
ote Canyon Wild Horse Herd, the last 
remaining herd of wild free-roaming 
horses from southern California, are 
paramount to preserving our valued, 
pioneering past.

(b) The Legislature further finds and 
declares all of the following:

(1) The Coyote Canyon Wild 
Horse Herd should be protected from 
capture, branding, harassment, and 
death.

(2) To protect the Coyote Canyon 
Wild Horse Herd, the herd should be 
restored o its historic range in Coy-
ote Canyon in the Anza-Borrego Des-
ert State Park, where its presence has 

been documented 
throughout the last 
century.

(c) (1) The depart-
ment shall cooperate 
with the federal Bu-
reau of Land Man-
agement to place the 
Coyote Canyon Wild 
Horse Herd, which 
formerly lived in 
Coyote Canyon in 
the Anza-Borrego 
Desert State Park, in 

or near the 
herd’s na-
tive and his-
toric range 
in the Anza-
B o r r e g o 
Desert State 
Park.

(2) The department’s partnerships 
and policies for management of the 
Coyote Canyon Wild Horse Herd shall 
be consistent with the federal Wild 
Free-Roaming Horse and Burro Act of 
1971 (P.L. 92-195).
