Outcome of ABDSP Wild Horse
Herd State Senate Bill

State Senate Bill (SB 1294), the proposed legislation to re-
turn the wild horse herd to Anza-Borrego Desert State Park,
failed to pass the state judiciary committee on April 13, 2004.
PVRA member Robert Coates drove to Sacramento along
with several members of the California State Horsemen'’s
Association to support the bill in front of the committee.
Robert reported with some dismay that the legislators did
not show much interest in hearing what they had to say (the
committee members were wandering in and out of the hear-
ing while the speakers were presenting). The voting was
split right down party lines (all Democrats against, all Re-
publicans for). Supporters of this herd are now looking into
taking this to a federal level, involving the Bureau of Land
Management under the federal Wild Free-Roaming Horse
and Burro Act.

2. No stallions ridden or shown by anyone under 18.
3. Safety helmets required for al junior English riders.
4. Decisions of judges and management are final.
5. No refunds except in the case of injury to horse or rider.
6. Dogs must be kept on leash at all times.
7. Riders in walk/jog classes may not enter 3 gait classes.
8. Classes with fewer than 5 entries may be combined.
9.  Trail will run simultaneously to rail classes.

10. Schooling only entries are allowed for a $5.00 class fee. Tralhng
equipment allowed. No points or awards given. Schooling entries must
not interfere with other exhibitors in the class.

11. Any horse or person whose behavior poses a danger to other
horses or exhibitors will be excused from the show ring and /or PVRA’s
grounds at the discretion of the show management.

12. Traditional show attire required. Chaps and hunt coats optional.
13. No foul or derogatory language will be tolerated.

Awards and Points Policies:

1. All exhibitors competing for year end awards must fill out a
nomination form and pay the $25.00 fee. Each nomination covers one
horse/exhibitor combination. If you show more than one horse and wish
to compete for year end awards with all of them, you must nominate
each. The same would apply if you have more than one exhibitor
showing the same horse; each exhibitor must be nominated. Points will
not be retroactive prior to nomination.

2. Divisions receiving High Point of the day are as follows: 12 &
Under, 13-17, 18 & Over AM, Open, 12 & Under walk/jog, 13-17 walk/
jog, 18 & Over AM walk/jog, Open walk/jog.

3. Divisions receiving year end awards are as follows: 12 & Under,
13-17, 18 & Over AM, Open, 12 & Under walk/jog, 13-17 walk/jog, 18
& Over AM walk/jog, Open walk/jog, Leadline.

4.  Year end awards for individual classes will be given if the class is
sponsored.

5. Points will be awarded as follows: First place will receive one more
point than the total number of entrants in the class, second place will
receive one les point than the total number of entrants in the class, each
successive competitor will receive one less point. Example: 5 entrants,
First gets 6 points, second gets 4 points, third gets 3 points, fourth gets 2
points, fifth gets 1 point.
