of the Poway Valley Riders Association 
was called to order at 7:05 p.m. on May 
19, 2009.

Guests: Donna Smyth, Russ Sheldon
Polo: Nancy received a check for $500 

for the arena rental for the Interscho-
lastic Polo Tournament. Russ Sheldon: 
Stephen Smith Naval War College ap-
proached us regarding a program back 
East where they promote Navy person-
nel playing polo. Russ said that if we 
had a program at PVRA they would 
have to join PVRA. We would also have 
to have a beginning riding program for 
Polo. There would be a lot of details to 
work out—they wanted to know about 
using the grounds on Tuesday nights 
for this beginner program. The baseline 
fee would have to increase due to wa-
ter and grounds use for the additional 
night. It may mean 20 new members 
for PVRA. It would probably run from 
6:30 to 9 p.m. We should probably ex-
plore the possibility. They would prob-
ably have to work outside events (not 
just Polo).

Pony Club: There is a white chain link 
dressage arena in the trailer. Donna 
asked if it could be donated to Rain-
bow Pony Club. Janice said that it is 
illegal to use for USDF competition. 
Rainbow Pony Club will pick it up. 
Janice estimated FMV at $100. Motion 
by Louann. Second Janice. Approved.

Approval of Minutes & Highlights: Mo-
tion by Allan to approve minutes and 
highlights, seconded by Gerald. There 
was some discussion which was re-
solved. Guests should not be present 
when there is a board discussion. Ap-
proved.

Treasurer’s Report: Checking $8,623 
Money Market $46,141, CD $14,000 To-
tal $68,764. Gerald provided a balance 
sheet and income statement dated April 
30, 2009. Ron had a question about rev-
enue—under the Gymkhana line there 
was no revenue for the show in April. 
That’s because it was cancelled due to 
rain.

The water truck loan was approved 
and the money was deposited in our 
account. Gerald has left some money 
in the Citibank account to pay the au-
topay utilities. We need a motion to 

close the single account at Citibank. 
Motion to approve Janice, second Al-
lan. Approved.

Membership: Kathy. There is one 
pending member.

Gymkhana: Jennifer. The first show 
went well. Jennifer would like to buy 
new rubber bases for the poles. We 
need 16. We have 12. We can then get 
rid of the concrete bases. The cheapest 
she found online for $180 for a set of 
6. There is a separate amount for ship-
ping. Gerald made a motion to approve 
and Janice seconded. Passed.

Chuckwagon: Allan was not around 
May 9 and 10. Jackie Groveman ran the 
Chuckwagon. We had the open show 
this past Sunday, which Allan did 
work.

Rodeo: The Tough Enough to Wear 
Pink is the only donation for charitable 
contributions this year. Due to increas-
ing work, Louann has decided to step 
down as Rodeo Treasurer. Nancy has 
asked Gerald to take on Treasurer of 
the Rodeo. Gerald’s concern would be 
the amount of time it requires. Gerald 
has some conditions—consent from all 
three organizations and the other is to 
sit down with Louann and Russ to get 
a better understanding of Rodeo opera-
tions.

BMOM: June. Ron. Nothing to re-
port.

Trainer Certificates: Up to date except 
one trainer.

Rentals: Ron. Rental Agreement. Ron 
and Murray will review it to structure 
it to be more flexible. The circus was 
loud moving out and we did have 
some complaints. The circus also did 
use quite a lot of water. Murray said 
that the city of Poway charges by usage 
and charges more for higher usage. We 
should probably find out how we are 
rated.

New Business
We put in five loads of sand. Three in 

ring 2 and two in warm-up. Those five 
loads were $2,700. We will have five 
more loads next month. Murray said 
there is an issue in the men’s room.
