10. All short arena classes are ridden in a 20m x 40m arena.

DIRECTIONS TO POWAY VALLEY RIDER’S ASSOCIATION:   
From I-15:  Exit Camino Del Norte and Proceed East until it turns into Twin Peaks at the Poway City Limits.  Stay on Twin 
Peaks and continue past Midland to Tierra Bonita.  Turn Right.  PVRA is two blocks down Tierra Bonita on the Right Side.  
From Highway 67:  Take Poway Road West to Espola and Turn Right.  Turn Left on Twin Peaks.  Turn Left on Tierra Bonita.
